Latrobe School is comprised of two schools, K through 3 and 4 through 8. The origina school
building, built in 1911, is still being used on the Latrobe School site. The newer building is
severa years old. All buildings are well maintained. Miller Hill School is two years old with a
new library. There are 100 students on each campus. The schools have more than adequate
gpace to house that number of students. Several classes were observed, including a Special
Education class. Classes appeared to be well run and orderly.

School busses are contracted from the EI Dorado High School District and function well.
